HOLY WEEK SERVICES  

April 1: Maundy Thursday 7PM wor-

ship is a time for all Christians to re-

member the events of the Upper Room as 

Jesus spent his last hours with the disciples before his death. We 

will celebrate the Sacrament of the Lord's Supper by intinction, 

as well as serving those in the pew who cannot come forward. 

The service will conclude with the stripping of the chancel 

and reading of Psalm 22, symbolizing the death of Jesus. 

 

April 2: The Community Good Friday Service at Noon will be 

hosted at Wesley United Methodist Church, 64 Ann Street. The 

hour-long service will include participation from laity and 

clergy from Middletown Churches. Readings and hymns will 

comprise this service as we ponder the meaning of Christ's death 

on the cross for our salvation. A cash offering for the Interfaith 

Human Needs Fund will be received.
