  Income     93,438

 This yearôs budget is $202,077.  After five (5) 

months into Fiscal Year 2010, the shortfall or deficient 

between expenses and income is $2,102.

 Andrew lives in Lower Swatara Township with dad

the dog and Cooper the cat.  He is the grandson of Francis and 

Rose Ann Yeich. 

 

 Andrew has always attended the Presbyterian Congrega-

tion.  He was baptized on May 9, 1999, and attends the Christian 

Education program, including Sunday School and, until recently, 

Vacation Bible School.  One of his favorite church activities was 

serving as an acolyte.
